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B ishop Emeritus Willie Frank Newbon, 77 of Decatur transitioned from this life

to be with the Lord on Monday October 28, 2013 at Kirby Hospital in
Monticello, Illinois.

Bishop Emeritus Willie F. Newbon was born October 23, 1936 in Brownsville,

Tennessee to Willie F. and Mattie Jelks Newbon. He married the love of his life Patsy
